Creating educational-social change
The Karev Program aims to create educational-social change and is fueled by a consolidated worldview, with defined working and decision making processes, representing and actualizing this worldview.  All of these allow for maximizing capabilities, encouraging initiative, choice, responsibility and dialogue for the purpose of creating educational-social change which reduces gaps and promotes equal opportunities in Israeli society through enrichment and empowerment programming in the education system.
Diverse enrichment and empowerment programming
The Karev Program offers diverse enrichment and empowerment programming, including social and cultural enrichment, extending the length of the school day (in schools and pre-school settings), social education, planning and evaluation, work with educational teams, parents, municipalities and Local Authorities, and the community.  The Program opens a window to unique enrichment programs, captivating and experiential ways of teaching, and to new fields of learning and creativity in elementary schools and kindergartens which are integrated into the school day.
Diverse populations and sectors
In the framework of the Karev Program worldview, based, among other things, on consideration for all parts of Israeli society and on providing assistance and support to the particularly weak strata, the Program works with a range of population groups – Jews, secular and non-religiously practicing, religious, ultra-Orthodox; Arabs, Muslims, Bedouin, Druze, Circassians, etc.
Programming in periphery communities

The Karev Program operates primarily in municipalities and Local Authorities in peripheral locations and areas with populations characterized by their low socio-economic level.  

Ongoing dialogue with partners to course of action
The Karev Program is guided by the educational-social conception found in the ongoing dialogue with its surroundings.  This dialogue is aimed at designing an educational program that will represent agreement among the partners in action: the Ministry of Education, Keren Karev, municipalities and Local Authorities, education institutes and parents.
Responding to national challenges
Aside from the routine, daily operations of the Karev Program, it is often called upon to join in efforts at times of peace or crisis, and its uniqueness is evident in its responsiveness to the tasks confronting it and its coping with them rapidly and effectively, such as in the case of applying the law for an extended school day, applying the Dovrat Reform, absorbing immigration (aliyah), etc.

Professionalism and expertise
Professionalism and expertise allow quality programming and activities by the instructional and counseling staff in a dynamic and challenging environment.
Transparency

The Karev Program operates with complete transparency with all of its partners on matters of content, administration and finances.  

Seniority and consistence 

The Karev Program, which began its operations and programming in 1990, has been working continuously and consistently for close to two decades.

Scope of activity
The Karev Program is the largest educational intervention program in Israel, encompassing over 260,000 children and youth in approximately 110 municipalities and Local Authorities. 

Country-wide distribution of programming
The Karev Program operates throughout the entire country.
